Some merit badges will have prerequisites, which must be completed prior to coming to the
workshop. Prerequisites will be shared with confirmed registrants only via e-mail before the
workshop. If the merit badge cannot be completed at the end of the day, Scouts can set up an
appointment with a merit badge counselor. The scoutmaster must fill out merit badge cards
before the boy arrives, and boys should bring along their merit badge book(s).

If a Scout completes both Environmental Science and Fish and Wildlife Management, then he need
only complete Citizenship in the World to earn his World Conservation Award.

Space in the workshops is very limited. Registration by mail only. We will be keeping a short
waiting list (no more than 5 individuals), and admittance to the workshop cannot be
guaranteed.
